Kokopelli Magic

Kokopelli is a trickster god of several Native American tribes in the Southwest. He is usually depicted as a hunchbacked man
playing a flute. Based on images found engraved on rocks, Kokopelli dates back over 3000 years. He is said to be the god of
fertility (presiding over childbirth and agriculture) and the spirit of music. Legend has it that the hunch on his back depicted
the sacks of seeds and songs he carried, as he traveled from tribe to tribe, spreading joy, music-making, and dancing to those

around him.
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
