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Cadenza

Many famous pieces of music have a cadenza—a virtuosic
(showy) passage usually near the end of the music. During a
cadenza, the rhythm becomes very free. It often starts slowly,
speeds up, then slows down again. The cadenza in Scenes of
Granada imitates a lyrical singer or a classical guitar.
